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In conjunction with Falmouth Town Council and the Church of King Charles the Martyr, Falmouth Branch of the Royal Naval Association are again organising the annual Sea Sunday Parade and church service, which this year takes place on Sunday, 18th July.


This year, 2010, is the Year of the Seafarer.   With Falmouth’s long and varied maritime history, both military and commercial, we propose this year to make Falmouth Sea Sunday a truly memorable event, particularly as the Royal Naval Association itself was formed as a national body 60 years ago (although our Royal Charter was granted in 1954).


Although the Parade to and from the Church Service forms a significant part of the event,   it is emphasised that Falmouth Sea Sunday is not exclusively confined to Naval, military or ex-military personnel.   We would welcome all organisations or persons who have a connection with, or affiliation to the sea.


Whilst the second Sunday in July is officially designated as Sea Sunday, when the Falmouth event was first staged in the early 1980’s the then Vicar of King Charles the Martyr Church felt that churches in Falmouth and surrounding areas might like to hold their own services on that day, and then join together for a combined event the following week.   In 1983 he asked the then newly re-commissioned Falmouth Branch of the Royal Naval Association to organise a parade, and we have been privileged to do so ever since.   Over the intervening 27 years the event has grown and developed, and it is now one of the leading Civic and social events in the town calendar.


We have again entered a bid for a Royal Navy ship to attend, with a contingent from the Ship’s Company taking part, and we have also bid for a Royal Marine Band to lead the Parade  The National President of the Royal Naval Association has indicated that he will attend,
